Microgrants

Microgrants, offering smaller grants with more frequent decision-making time limits, remain available up to £350 from Glenfarg and Earn Community Councils, respectively. Unlike the Main Fund, un-constituted groups and individuals may apply for microgrants.

Microgrants, it was stated that the advice of F.S. was historically that this was £500 for groups and £250 for individuals. It has been reviewed and is now £1,000 for groups, and £400 for individuals. Glenfarg has currently £500 for groups and £300 for individuals. F.S. suggested that it would be useful for both groups to be in line. However, they state actual amounts to be awarded is a local decision and at each C.C. discretion.
